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Spalding win sixth title

Spalding were confirmed as league champions for the sixth time on 25th March when their only remaining rivals for the Premier crown Huntingdon lost 2-1 at Cogenhoe.

A sensational season for the Tulips has seen them collect 91 points from their 32 matches played to date, but manager Pat Rayment is looking for his side to break the century points barrier in their remaining four games, all of which are against top five opposition.

Spalding have already kept 21 clean sheets and need four more to match the Premier Division record for fewest goals conceded in a season, sixteen, set in 1973-74 by Kempston.

The Denham-Parker trophy awarded to the top flight champions will be presented to the Tulips at their final home game of the season against Huntingdon on Easter Saturday.

A second inspection of the Halley Stewart Field facilities has passed the ground for a return to step 4 football and the club are now awaiting news of their placement at the higher level, details of which will only be confirmed after the campaign’s conclusion.

Utility man Jonny Allen returned to action in the win over AFC Kempston on 22nd March, having been sidelined since September with a dislocated kneecap suffered against Hornchurch in the FA Cup.

Missing for the run in have been goalkeeper Mick Duggan, who suffered a dead leg at Sileby on 8th March, and the division’s top scorer Andy Tidswell who has played just one match this calendar year due to a long standing pelvic problem. It says something for his 2013 scoring prowess that he remains top of the Premier scorecharts, although his lead is now under threat from Wellingborough’s Jason Turner, three goals behind with seven games to play.
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Starmer resigns at Diamonds

Mark Starmer resigned as AFC Rushden & Diamonds manager after the club’s 2-1 defeat by Desborough on 18th March. Having previously coached in the old Rushden & Diamonds club’s academy, he was appointed as manager of the new club when it started out in the Northants Youth League in 2012, continuing in post as Diamonds moved into senior football last season.

Starmer led Diamonds to promotion from Division One at the first attempt, and at the time of his departure the club was in second place in its first top flight campaign. He also steered Diamonds to good back to back runs in the FA Vase and an excellent run in the current season’s FA Cup on the club’s bow in the competition.

Assistant Andy Peaks, a player with the previous Diamonds club on its rise through the leagues to the Conference, takes over on a caretaker basis. He was previously manager of Northampton Spencer.

Recent player movement has seen Diamonds sign defender Jack Ashton on dual registration from Northern Premier League Stamford, while attacking arrivals are Tom Lorraine who has played for Daventry and Cogenhoe this term and AFC Kempston top scorer Scott Joseph, who enjoyed a two goal debut at Harborough on 29th March.

Alfie Taylor became the first player to complete a half century of goals for the club when he netted against Desborough on 18th March, but he has now been loaned to Burton Park for the rest of the campaign.

Adams leaves Doughboys for Bedford

Craig Adams resigned as manager of Wellingborough on 18th March to take up the managerial vacancy at Southern League Premier Division basement boys Bedford Town. Adams had taken charge at the Dog & Duck midway through the 2012-13 campaign and led them away from a precarious position in the relegation zone.

Assistant boss Jamie Wright and goalkeeping coach Brian Mapley have also moved on to the Eagles, along with defender Dan Burke and wide man Rob Parker.

Senior players Jason Turner and Stuart Smeathers have been placed in temporary charge at the Dog & Duck They have added utility man Danny Rogers and defender Ryan Watkin to their squad, both joining from Thrapston, while March recruits added by the former manager were Sileby’s versatile Harry Beckley and Long Buckby midfielder Wes Emery.

A long injury list has seen the temporary management team hand youth teamers Toby Robinson and Reece Brown the opportunity to stake claims for first team places. Among the absentees are experienced defender Tom Fountain (back) and midfielder Josh Winters (leg), while co-caretaker boss Smeathers has also been restricted in his appearances by a leg injury. Scott Liebscher has returned to the squad though following a knee operation.

The club hope to appoint a new manager over the first weekend of April.

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Desborough recruit defenders
